Goals & Focuses
This course is developed for students who have passed Mandarin 9 or a similar course for beginners. Students will use Pinyin to pronounce Chinese words and be expected to function effectively in situational activities, such as class and school, home and friends, asking/giving directions, making apologies, shopping for food, clothing, sports, etc.

Correct tones and pronunciations are strongly emphasized. Students will learn to understand longer oral discourse and recorded passages/stories, to produce simple dialogues and oral presentations, and to read with comprehension passages/stories of reasonable length in Pinyin as well as in simplified characters.

Basic Grammar will be introduced in terms of sentence construction, use of measure words, etc. Students will also learn to compose longer dialogues and compositions in both Pinyin and simplified characters, fully utilizing about 320 characters (about 270 phrases) learned in the year. More Chinese culture will be introduced based on themes studied.

On completion of Mandarin 10, students may reach level 1 or level 2 of HSK (a standard Mandarin exam) and are qualified to take a higher Mandarin course, such as Mandarin 11.
